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3 [ ART THERAPY |
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The practice of art therapy is based on the
notion that artistic expression can promote
mental health and rehabilitation. For
thousands of years, people have used the arts
as a means of self-expression, communication,
and healing. Several medical professionals
investigated the use of art as a therapeutic
technique after observing that patients with
mental illness frequently expressed themselves
via drawings and other artwork. Art therapy
encourages creative expression through
painting, drawing, or modeling. It may work

by providing a person with a safe space to

express their feelings and allow them to feel

more in control over their life.

People can explore emotions, become more
self-aware, manage stress, increase their self-

esteem, and practice social skills by making or
appreciating art. A diverse range of artistic
techniques, such as collage, painting,
sculpting, and sketching, can be employed by
an art therapist with individuals spanning
from young children to elderly folks. People
do not have to be artists or even “good at art”
to benefit from art therapy. Regardless of

artistic expertise or talent, engaging in
creative activities for less than an hour can
lower stress and improve mental health.
