The 114th Birth Anniversary of VallalAlagappar
who paved the way for the founding of Alagappa University
was celebrated in a grand manner on 6.4.2023. The grand
event started in the early morning with a rally taken out
from Bhavanagar Stadium (a favorite haunt of
Dr.Alagappar) to VallalAlagappar Memorial Temple. The
rally, led by Prof. G. Ravi, Vice-Chancellor, included the
Syndicate Members, Faculty Members, Officials of the
University, Non-teaching Staff and Students.

As a sequel later in the forenoon, a meeting was
arranged at L.C.T.L. Palaniappa Chettiar Auditorium.

It is
noteworthy that Alagappar chose Karaikudi which was an

Perhaps no individual
achieved such a feat in a decade of time single handedly.
Referring to the sterling qualities of Alagappar, the speaker

said that Alagappar contemplated deeply, thoroughly
analysed the matter on hand and implemented it
meticulously and completely. He was a visionary of action.
The Vice-Chancellor concluded his speech by stating that
the benefactor's blessing is one of the main reasons why
Alagappa University stands out globally. By way of showing
gratitude to the Founder, he said that the faculty should
endeavour to excel both inteaching and research and prove
their multi-dimensional approach.

77" INDEPENDENCE DAY CELEBRATIONS

The Grand 77th Independence Day Celebrations at
Alagappa University began with the hoisting of the Tri-
colour National Flag by Vice-Chancellor Prof. G. Ravi. He
accepted the Guard of Honour presented by the NCC
Cadets of the University.

In his Independence Day Address Vice-Chancellor
stated: "The enormous freedom and democratic rights we
enjoy in India are owing to the untold sufferings undergone
by the freedom fighters. The Independence Day
celebrations make all of us remember and recall the
supreme sacrifices made by the patriots who were
supported by millions and millions of ordinary people of
India. In grateful remembrance of their sacrifices, let us
salute the brave hearts and take a vow to strengthen the
roots of freedom and nurture the growth of democracy.
Recalling the core of the address delivered by Hon'ble

standards. He added that the Internal Quality Assurance
Cell (IQAC) of the University is taking fast steps to obtain
good score in the fourth round of NAAC evaluation which
the University will face the next year. He concluded his
speech by exhorting students to strengthen their subject
knowledge and resources in such a way that it empowers
them individually and also the nation. They should also
develop patriotic spirit and make their contribution to the
progress of the nation.

The Vice-Chancellor honoured the Alagappa
University Administrative Staff Dr. M. Chandrasekar, Dr. C.
